The name of Schweighofer has a long tradition in the sawmill industry dating back to the year of 1642. 

*
The most successful Schweighofer story began in 1956, when Franz und Maria Schweighofer took over the sawmill. At this time the annual sawing output was 1.000 cubic meters.

*
In 1974 Gerald Schweighofer joined his parent’s business.

*
In 1977 Schweighofer started the first profiling line in the world.

*
1984: Opening of the sawmill at Ybbs – at this time Europe’s largest sawmill. Today’s capacity is more than 1 million cubic meters.

*
1995: Schweighofer acquired the largest sawmill in the Czech Republic.

*
In 1998 the Schweighofer company owned 6 wood processing plants with an annual sawing output of over 3 million cubic meters. 

*
1998: The Schweighofer company merges with Stora Enso Timber and becomes the second largest timber processor in the world. 

*
2001: The Schweighofer family sells all its shares to Stora Enso. 

*
2002: Schweighofer is back in the sawmill industry and starts the construction of a new, modern sawmill at Sebes/Romania. 

*
2005: The sawmill in Romania is working successfully. An annual sawing output of 800.000 cubic meters is planned, as well as further investments in wood processing projects.

Today the Schweighofer company is mainly involved in international real estate affairs.
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
